Allen Harbor (North):  permanently closed north side (defined by a line from Swanton Property dock to a point on the tip of the west side peninsula at the mouth of Oyster Creek). Demarcated by black & white posts.





Muddy Creek (West) permanently closed west of the Route 28 dike.
